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INTENT
At Barford Primary School, we believe that writing is a powerful tool for communication, expression and future success. Our writing curriculum is designed to ensure that all pupils become confident, articulate and ambitious writers who can communicate effectively for a range of purposes and audiences.
Our intent is rooted in our core values:
· Ambition – we strive for all pupils to achieve and exceed age-related expectations in writing 
· Resilience – pupils develop stamina, independence and perseverance through the writing process 
· Confidence – pupils are supported to take risks, share ideas and develop their own writer’s voice 
· Curiosity – high-quality texts and meaningful provocations inspire a love of writing 
· Honesty & Respect – pupils reflect on, edit and improve their work, valuing feedback from others 
· Kindness – collaborative talk and shared writing foster supportive learning environments 
We aim for all pupils, regardless of background or starting point, to:
· Write fluently, accurately and coherently 
· Develop a rich and ambitious vocabulary 
· Understand how to adapt their writing for different contexts, purposes and audiences 
· Take pride in presentation and outcomes 
Our curriculum is underpinned by the belief that spoken language is the foundation of writing, and that high-quality talk drives high-quality outcomes.
We use Ready Steady Write as a vehicle to deliver a knowledge-rich, carefully sequenced writing curriculum, ensuring progression from EYFS through to Year 6.
IMPLEMENTATION
Curriculum Design
At Barford, writing is taught through a structured sequence using high-quality, vocabulary-rich texts. Each unit follows a clear progression:
· Immersion in high-quality literature 
· Explicit teaching of grammar, punctuation and vocabulary 
· Exploration of text structure and purpose 
· Planning, drafting, editing and publishing 
Units are adapted to meet the needs of Barford pupils, ensuring they are bespoke, responsive and ambitious.

Teaching Approach
Our approach is underpinned by evidence-informed pedagogy and consistent practice across the school:
· Modelled Writing – teachers demonstrate the writing process explicitly, thinking aloud 
· Shared Writing – pupils contribute ideas to co-constructed texts 
· Sentence Accuracy – daily focus on grammar, punctuation and structure 
· Oracy & Discussion – structured talk (partner talk, group discussion) to develop ideas 
· Editing & Redrafting – pupils refine and improve their work regularly 
· Working Walls – dynamic displays support pupils through each stage of writing 
These approaches promote confidence, resilience and independence, ensuring all pupils are active participants in their learning.

Curriculum Enrichment
We create meaningful opportunities for writing through:
· Cross-curricular links (CUSP curriculum subjects) 
· Real-life writing purposes and audiences 
· Visits, visitors and immersive experiences

The impact of our writing curriculum is that pupils:
· Become confident, fluent and enthusiastic writers 
· Demonstrate ambitious vocabulary and secure grammar knowledge 
· Write effectively for a range of purposes and audiences 
· Take pride in their work and present it to a high standard 
· Show resilience and independence throughout the writing process 
· Engage in meaningful discussion about their writing and learning 
Our pupils leave Barford as:
· Articulate communicators 
· Thoughtful and reflective learners 
· Prepared for the next stage of education and beyond 
This directly supports our whole-school vision to:
Improve the life chances of all those in our community to enable them to achieve success.
Assessment 
Teachers draw upon observations and continuous assessment to ensure children are stretched and challenged and to identify those children who may need additional support. Formative assessment of Writing is completed through teachers’ daily feedback to inform future planning. Teachers use the children’s everyday writing and adapt models and input to meet their current needs.  Teachers also complete a Reflecting on Unit outcomes document after each half termly unit, to identify next steps and the subsequent units are amended to include these focuses.  Daily sentence accuracy work is carefully monitored to ensure children are constructing sentences both coherently and accurately.  Termly staff meetings allow for whole school moderation of writing to deepen understanding of standards. 
Subject leaders will analyse termly data and address areas for curriculum development. Children’s attainment, progress and barriers to learning will be discussed in half termly Pupil Progress Meetings with senior leaders and clear actions to work on will be planned together, to support pupils and staff in closing gaps.
